Reaching Out to Families as a Family

The School, run by Family Ministries

Norway, is accredited with the College

of Counseling and Health Care of

YWAM´s University of the Nations

(CHC 256/257). A prerequisite for doing

the school is the Discipleship Training

School and its respective outreach.

The FMS is a 20-week course, involving

twelve weeks of lectures and study,

followed by eight weeks of field

assignment (outreach practicum) locally

or within Europe.

Subjects covered in the lecture phase include biblical

principles of family, marriage and parenting,

building relationships within the family,

communication skills, basic counselling

skills ,basic marital and premarital counselling,

introduction to Family Systems Theory,

divorce and remarriage, DISC

personality test, ministering as a family,

cross-cultural ministry and world view

and seminar training.

During the lecture phase the emphasis

will be placed on the family ministering

together as a unit, and the children will be

included in the classroom more than usual in 

a setting like this.

The field assignment (outreach) phase is

an essential and integral part of the

school. It is the practical working out of

the lecture phase in teamwork, ministry,

and some counselling.

We are concerned about the welfare of families. 

We want to see families entering the mission field as a family. Not just as a couple of adults bringing their children along.  We encourage you as a family to ask God for a place to go on outreach. It is our desire to see you go there, and we will do our best to link you together with missionaries who are already there. That way your entry into missions as a family will be a lot easier. How long you will stay there after the eight obligated weeks, is up to you and the Lord.

Lecture phase: March 7 – June 11
Grimerud Gard, 2312 Ottestad, Norway. This is the main YWAM center in Norway. It is a nice located farm surrounded by fields and other farms. At  present we are almost 60 staff working here . You will be staying in small apartments or in rooms in a dormitory..
